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Important Legislation Introduced to 

Increase Recreational Fishing and 
Hunting Access on Public Lands  

Legislation directs federal agencies to include 

fishing and hunting in their multi -use land man-

agement plans   
 

Alexandria, VA  ï September 6 , 2011  

ï The sportfishing industry lauds the 
Recreational Fishing and Hunting Heri-

tage and Opportunities Act, introduced 

by Representatives Dan Benishek (R -MI) 
and Dan Boren (D -OK), that will ensure 

that recreational fishing, hunting and 
shooting sports are supported as public 

activities on federal lands. The two 
members of the Congressional Sports-

menôs Caucus introduced the Act on Fri-
day, September 2, 2011. This bipartisan 

legislation directs federal land manage-
ment agencies, such as the U.S. Forest 

Service (USFS) and U.S. Bureau of Land 
Management (BLM) to apply the multi -

use mandates in their management 
plans to support public access to our na-

tionôs public lands. 

 
ñWhile many of these agencies are most 

commonly known for their timber re-
sources and energy development, federal 

lands also offer tremendous recreational 
fishing opportunities,ò said American 

Sportfishing Association (ASA) Vice 
President Gordon Robertson.  

 
 ñUnfortunately access for traditional rec-

reational activities on these lands is lim-
ited, as is public awareness of the prob-

lem. With lack of access being one of the 
most common reasons keeping anglers 

from enjoying a day on the water, this 

new legislation opens an opportunity to 
increase sportfishing participation, not 

just on public lands, but nation -wide.ò 

A recent Congressional report concluded 

that more than 35 million acres of land 
owned by the USFS and BLM have inade-

quate access for sportsmen and women. 
With respect to the agenciesô land man-

agement plans, this legislation directs 
managers to facilitate recreational fish-

ing and hunting on public lands and wa-
ters. Additionally, the bill directs manag-

ers to evaluate how traditional outdoor 
activities will be impacted by the imple-

mentation of new regulations, manage-
ment plans or land use initiatives.  

 
ñRecreation is the single largest eco-

nomic output of national forests and 

grasslands, with 46.5 million anglers 
spending over $1.2 billion annually to 

enjoy recreational fishing on USFS 
lands,ò commented Robertson. ñIt is as-

tounding that with such high demand, 
access is still a barrier for millions of an-

glers. The Recreational Fishing and Hunt-
ing Heritage and Opportunities Act di-

rects the USFS and BLM managers to not 
only promote recreational fishing and 

hunting access, but to further take ad-
vantage of one of the biggest economic 

drivers for the agencies and the rural 
communities near their lands.ò 

 

While the bill does not directly open fed-
eral land to recreational fishing and 

hunting, by directing managers to oper-
ate federal lands as ñopen-until -closed,ò 

overall access will increase significantly. 
Robertson concluded, ñThis legislation 

will encourage recreational fishing, hunt-
ing and the shooting sports on public 

lands and waters and increase participa-
tion in some of our nationôs most cher-

ished pastimes.ò

photography, flyfishing and lecturing to embark on a 

new career as a full time professional in the arts of 

flyfishing. All his works, especially his art, reflect the 

realism of nature and related fly fishing subjects 

through the eyes of the sportsman.  His diversity has 

always taken him into new and creative directions 

including, in recent years, trout stream design and res-

toration, with Johnny Morrisôs beautiful Dogwood 

Canyon being a great example. 

 

Dave regularly contributes his flyfishing art, photog-

raphy and writing to many publications such as FLY-

FISHERMAN MAGAZINE, FLY FISHING & TY-

ING JOURNAL, TROUT MAGAZINE, IN-

FISHERMAN and FIELD AND STREAM.  He has 

written and illustrated five books:  DAVE 

WHITLOCK'S GUIDE TO AQUATIC TROUT 

FOODS, the L.L. BEAN FLYFISHING HAND-

BOOK, the L.L. BEAN BASS FLY FISHING 

HANDBOOK and IMITATING AND FISHING 

NATURAL FISH FOODS for Lefty's Little Library 

and his new book TROUT ï A COMPACT GUIDE 

FOR FLY FISHERS. 

 

Dave has also co-authored or made contributions to 

many other books, including THE FLYTYER'S AL-

MANAC, SECOND FLYTYER'S ALMANAC, Art 

Flick's MASTER FLYTYING GUIDE, McClane's 

FISHING ENCYCLOPEDIA, Migel's STREAM 

CONSERVATION BOOK and MASTERS ON THE 

NYMPH and others.  He has illustrated over 20 books 

including Steve Raymond's YEAR OF THE AN-

GLER and YEAR OF THE TROUT, Swisher and 

Richardôs new edition of SELECTIVE TROUT, plus 

President Carter's OUTDOOR JOURNAL. Dave also 

demonstrates his flyfishing and teaching skills in 

seven videos and through guest appearances on tele-

vised flyfishing programs.   

 

One of Dave's most notable contributions to wild trout 

management and preservation is the Whitlock-Vibert 

Box System -- a unique and efficient, in-stream sal-

monoid egg incubator and nursery devise. Dave spent 

7 years researching and developing this system and 

wrote and illustrated an instructional text, the FFF 

WHITLOCK-VIBERT BOX HANDBOOK.  Today, 

under the sponsorship of the Federation of Fly Fish-

ers, this Whitlock-Vibert Box program is used 

throughout the world for introduction or enhancement 

of wild trout, char and salmon stocks. 

  

Dave's experience and his devoted and objective out-

look on the whole spectrum of flyfishing has earned 

him consulting assignments from top companies such 

as 3\M Scientific Anglers Company, Bass Pro, G 

Loomis Rods and Simms Fly Fishing Gear. He de-

signed and directed the first 10 years of  the LL Bean 

Flyfishing Schools. Dave is in demand as a lecturer 

on flyfishing and conservation throughout the world 

and has produced many slideshows on the subject 

plus one movie.  Dave also conducts flyfishing 

courses yearly throughout the U.S. and abroad.   

 

Dave is a recipient of many awards including the Max 

Ander's Wild Trout Award in 1976 for his work on 

propagation of wild trout and the FFF's Conservation 

Man of the Year Award in 1981.    Dave also received 

the Buz Buzeck Flytyer's Award which is the highest 

honor in the fly tying world.  It recognized his innova-

tiveness in new fly tying patterns and his national fly 

tying activities. 

 

In 1987 Dave was inducted into the National Fresh 

Water Fishing Hall of Fame and was presented the 

FFF James E. Henshall Award for his work in warm 

water fishing and conservation. He also received 

FFF's Ambassador Award for national and interna-

tional promotion of flyfishing and conservation. In 

1996 Dave was inducted into the Arkansas Game& 

Fish Hall of Fame and the next year was given the 

Lifetime Contribution Award from the National 
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 American Fly Tackle Trade Association. Recently 

Dave has been inducted into the Fly Fishing Hall of 

Fame and the Trout Hall of Fame. 

 

Dave and his wife Emily, after living near the White 

River in Arkansas and conducting their flyfishing 

school there for several years, have moved to Okla-

homa, in the Ozark Mountains near Tahlequah. There 

they continue to teach privately and pursue their writ-

ing, art and stream work projects.

Expo 2011 - Casting

On Thursday afternoon (Oct 20th) from 1 to 
5pm we will have Continuing Education pres-
entations for FFF certified casting instructors. 
This is a new event for the Expo this year. Cer-
tified Instructors (CIs) and Master Certified In-
structors (MCIs) are encouraged to participate 
in Continuing Education to renew, enhance, 
and expand teaching and casting skills and 
knowledge. Those not certified are also wel-
come to attend. 
 
This year Master Certified Instructors and 
members of our Casting Board of Governors 
(CBOG) will present the following topics: Cast-
ing Mechanics; Loop Sizing; Fault Analysis 
and Correction; Substance versus Style in 
Casting; and Teaching Tips and Techniques. 
 
On both Friday and Saturday we have an array 
of casting workshops, demonstrations and 
presentations designed to help anyone im-
prove their casting. Both days begin with FFF 
instructor testing following by presentations, 
workshops, and demonstrations in the class-
room, on the casting pond and on the casting 
field by Jon Cave, Mark Sedotti, Dave John-
son  and FFF Master Instructors Eric Cook, 
Capt Pete Greenan, and Jim Penrod .  

A BAD LINE CALL  
By Roger Maler, FFF CCI 

 

No, this is not about a Wimbledon tennis match but 

the equally derisive fly line selection for beginners 

and novice fly fishers. Well intended individuals, 

fly shop salesmen, gurus and others experts provide 

an encyclopedia of advice to any one who will lis-

ten about ñentry levelò equipment for the novice. 

 

In a minutia of detail, every component of the 

ñgearò is dissected and finely tuned to the new con-

sumer. Rods, reels, waders, boots, flies, leaders, 

tippet (you know the drill) are dissected and ab-

sorbed with thousands of choices and volumes of 

literature to digest. After dizzying deliberation, the 

neophyte has now assembled some thousand dollars 

of gear and almost as an after thought the line selec-

tion decision is most often: 

 

ò Get a WF line to match the rod weight.ò Thatôs it! 

No further discussion necessaryé right? 

 

It is my theory that this is far from the correct 

choice and for the most part a detriment to the be-

ginner caster. The weight forward line manufac-

tured today is most consistently built along the 

same specifications: 15 feet of front taper 30 feet of 

bulge and 45 feet of level running line. Follow this, 

the novice caster is usually attempting to master a 

cast of 35 feet, most adequate to fish in 75% of all 

water and most fish species. At this distance The 

WF ñbulgeò is in the rod guides! Not where it is 

intended for the use of the line. This added weight 

on the rod would appear to over load or bend the 

rod and adds to the forming of tailing loops as well 

since a concave rod tip path and ñshockingò would 

almost always occur to move the line. This is even 

more aggravated in slower action beginner rods. 

The WF line has a specific and most efficient cast-

ing length at or beyond 60 feet with faster action 

rods and in a few wind conditions below that. The 

WF is also considerably harder to roll cast as the 

bulge diameter most be lifted from the water adhe-

sion at distances under 40 feet which is beyond 

even most intermediate casters to execute at longer 

lengths. 
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The more correct selection is a double or single ta-

per line. In fact this should be the more suitable line 

for all casters! Its 15-20 foot front taper allows 

smooth long casts up to 60 feet and turns over bet-

ter at all distances with a matched leader. In fact, 

long casting in tournaments I have been told, is 

with a DT line or shooting heads with similar de-

sign. The Triangle Taper designed by the Joan 

Wulff Company is even better with 40 feet of front 

taper and my line of choice in fresh water, moderate 

winds, up to 60 foot casts and up to 7 wt rods. It is 

also a dream to roll cast with up to 40 feet effortless 

accomplished. 

 

Bass, tarpon, and salmon fishers are turning over 

heavy and high wind resistant flies with faster ac-

tion rods. The WF in the proper hands may be the 

more efficient line choice in these few situations. 

 

It is my conclusion that the rods set up for teaching 

beginners and the first time fly casters are not cor-

rect and in reality could work against them. 

 

 

Fish and the Government

 In the United States, beaches, bottomlands, tide-

lands, tidewaters, navigable freshwaters and the 

plant and animal life living in these waters are ac-

corded special treatment under State and Federal 

law. For the most part, these lands, waters and wild-

life are owned by the public, but held in trust by the 

State for the benefit of the public. Generically, the 

body of law pertaining to these lands, waters and 

living resources is called the public Trust Doctrine. 

 

    The Public Trust Doctrine provides that title to 

navigable waters, the lands beneath, as well as the 

living resources inhabiting these waters within a 

state is a special title. It is a title held by the State in 

trust for the benefit of the public, and establishes 

the right of the public to use and enjoy these trust 

waters, lands an resources for a wide variety of rec-

ognized public uses. 

 

    In the United States there are 79,481 square 

miles of inland navigable waters, 74,364 square 

miles of coastal waters, and an estimated 37,500 

square miles of ocean waters within the jurisdiction 

of the coastal states. This totals approximately 

191,000 square miles of navigable waters within the 

boundaries of the states ΆΆ roughly equal in size to 

Maryland, Virginia, North Carolina, South Carolina 

and Georgia combined ΆΆ all of which is subject to 

the public Trust Doctrine. Further, there are 88,633 

miles of tidelands and l0,031 miles of Great Lakes 

shoreline, for a total of 98,664 miles of trust shore-

land. The Public Trust Doctrine is a very important 

part of the body of law that applies to this tremen-

dous and special area of lands and waters. 

 

    It has been recognized by several courts that in 

order for the Public Trust Doctrine to have sub-

stance, the public must have reasonable access to 

trust lands and waters. "Without some means of ac-

cess" a New Jersey court has written, "the public 

right to use the fore shore would be meaningless." 

 

    Fish are also held in trust by the State for the 

public, and the State is obligated to preserve and 

protect this trust. The resource is intended to be 

shared and enjoyed by all.  
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Fly Rod Speedsters 
By Ron Whiteley 

The little tunny, aka false albacore, albie, or bonita, 

is arguably one of the strongest fighting and most 

exciting fish to catch in Florida waters.  The speed-

sters frequent our near shore waters from late Sep-

tember through March and are often found in off-

shore waters year round.  

  

My favorite place to catch them is on shallow sandy 

bars or flats.  When you hook into one of these guys 

the first thing they do is run away from you and if 

you are in deep water they will sound.  Even when 

you hook them in shallower rocky areas they will 

often sound and wrap your line around the rocks on 

the bottom. The advantage to hooking them on 

shallow sandy flats is that they cannot sound and 

will run directly for the deep water.  This often re-

sults in smoke coming from the drag on your reel 

and adrenaline pumping through your body. 

 

Tackle 
Little tunny love to feed on very small bait fish like 

anchovies, sand eels and silversides. This trait gives 

the fly fishermen a slight advantage over spinning 

or casting gear.  For the fly fishermen, small an-

chovy, sand eel and silversides patterns are good 

producers.  The Rhody Chovie is one of the more 

popular patterns. 

 

When you hook into one of these aquatic rocket 

ships, make sure you have quality, properly rigged 

equipment.  Check and double check all knots and 

connections. Make sure your drag is set correctly.  

Little tunny will destroy tackle faster than any other 

fish I know.  A few years ago I took a friend out for 

little tunny.  All morning long he was telling me 

how he likes the new fly reel he had and how he 

had gotten a great deal on the price.  He hooked an 

little tunny about 10 lbs on the sand flats.  The fish 

screamed out about 100 yards of backing from his 

reel and I was getting the boat underway to chase 

the fish.  I told him to reel in some line, He 

screamed back, I canôt, the handle fell off my reel.  

He landed the fish but had to strip line in and had a 

big ball of line at his feet in the boat. 

 

 

Where to Fish 
Little tunny can show anywhere at anytime, but 

there are spots along the coast where they show up 

more often. Little tunny are constantly moving.  

The best spots are areas with fast moving currents.  

The fish tend to hold for longer periods in these ar-

eas.  

When little tunny are feeding in harbor areas, they 

usually make large circles and will pass by the 

same area about every thirty minutes or so. Many 

people however, like to chase the school around. 

This results in spooking the fish and not catching 

very many.  One of the best methods is to observe 

the direction of travel of the school and anticipate 

where they will be next. Another good method is to 

observe their pattern and set up a chum with small 

minnows. This can keep them near the boat for a 

longer period of time. 

 

Table Fare 
Fortunately for the little tunny they are not very 

good eating.  They have a really bad smell to them 

when you try to clean them.  I brought one home 

years ago that had been deep hooked and tried to 

give some to my cats.  They wouldnôt have any-

thing to do with it. They even tried to bury it.  How-

ever, there are some folks that will eat them. 

 

In the Atlantic little tunny are often confused with 

the Atlantic bonito, which is a member of the mack-

erel family and delicious eating. The bonito can of-

ten be found feeding in the same schools with little 

tunny.  Make sure you know the difference before 

you go out there to catch them 

 

Little Tunny Etiquette  
One of the big drawbacks to Little tunny fishing 

can be that many fishermen donôt know what they 

are or how to catch them.  Often you will have a 

school of little tunny finally come up near your boat 

and another boat will race right into the school with 

people casting big popping plugs thinking that they 

are bluefish breaking.  This can destroy your day.  

Itôs amazing how many boaters exhibit this lack of 

common courtesy.

NOAA Releases National Bycatch Report  
 

NOAA Fisheries released the National Bycatch 
Report, the agency's first comprehensive effort 
to collect regional data for a nationwide report 
on bycatch in federal U.S. commercial fisher-
ies. The report provides a baseline for measur-
ing bycatch and establishes a consistent, com-
prehensive methodology for future studies. 
Now available on the NOAA Fisheries website, 
the report provides bycatch estimates for 481 
species, including marine mammals, sea tur-
tles, seabirds, and fish. It also presents by-
catch estimates for 81 fisheries, which are de-
fined by a combination of area, species, and 
fishing gear. Moving forward, the agency will 
continue to collect data on bycatch in prepara-
tion for the next edition of the national bycatch 
report scheduled for 2013. Future editions in 
the report will be used to monitor changes and 
trends in bycatch, including as a result of new 
regulations, bycatch reduction devices, 
changes in fishing patterns, and population 
fluctuations in both targeted and bycatch spe-
cies.  

Recent Spotted Seatrout 

Commission Meeting Action  

 
At the Commission meeting on September 8, 

2011  the Commission approved several draft 

amendments to the spotted seatrout regulations 

that would open recreational harvest year round, 

and extend the current commercial season. The 

Commissioners also asked staff to look into, cre-

ating a commercial vessel limit, allowing sale of 

seatrout inventory for 30 days after the commer-

cial fishery closes, increasing the recreational 

bag limit in the Northeast reason, and allowing a 

commercial bycatch of seatrout. A final public 

hearing will be held at the November, 2011  Com-

mission meeting.
